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Our school signed a partnership agreement with Duguesne University's School
of Pharmacy in March 2018. This academic and collaborative research
relationship has deepened with regular faculty and student exchanges.
Duquesne University is a private Catholic university with ten faculties of Business,
Education, Health Sciences, Law, Liberal Arts, Music, Natural and Environmental
Science, Nursing, Pharmacy, and Medical Technology. The university has a
well-known graduate school with a high ranking in the USA.

Every other year, our students visit the school of pharmacy to learn about the
American medical system and pharmacy education through site visits to
pharmacies and hospitals. In addition, professors from Tsuzuki Educational Group
are collaborating with Duguesne University in research and academic programs.
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
