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The signing ceremony of an academic exchange agreement with the University
of the Humanities in Mongolia was held at the Japan Pharmaceutical Academy.
The partnership i1s at the urging of Dr. Tumur Ochir, former chairman of the
National Assembly and former Minister of Education of Mongolia.

The University of Humanities has its roots in the Department of Russian
Language at the State University of Mongolia, which was established in 1979 and
became an independent university in 1982 for the training of Russian language
teachers. Later, in 1990, the school of Foreign Language was established
including the department of Japanese Language. At present, there are 3,054
undergraduate and 439 graduate students studying in 60 programs in four
schools in Ulaanbaatar and Darkhan. Since the research area of President
Chuluundor is medicine (brain science), we will promote joint projects in the areas
of data analysis, such as hospital information systems, health information
management, medical business, applied psychology, and neuropsychology, as well
as student exchanges.
