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Academic exchange agreement signed with Hanoi University of Pharmacy in
Vietnam. The Hanoi University of Pharmacy has its roots in the Indochina Medical
College, one of the oldest universities in Vietnam, founded in 1902. It was then
renamed the Vietnam University of Medicine and Pharmacy in 1941 and split into
Hanoi College of Medicine and Hanoi College of Pharmacy in 1961. Hanoi College
of Pharmacy was renamed to Hanoi University of Pharmacy as it is today. It is
one of the top national universities in Vietnam in terms of pharmacy.

Currently, in addition to 3,500 undergraduate students (pharmacists in a
five—year program), there are 150 master’'s (two-year) students, 50 doctoral
(three—year) students, 400 students in an introductory two—-year program for
professional pharmacists, and 50 students in an advanced three-year program.
They are actively involved in international exchange and have many student
exchange programs. In the future, Nihon pharmaceutical university will conduct
student exchanges in areas such as clinical pharmacy and traditional medicine.
