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The signing ceremony for an academic exchange agreement between Faculty
of Pharmaceutical Sciences, Nihon Pharmaceutical University, and College of
Pharmacy, Kyung Hee University, Korea was held on January 25, 2019.

Kyung Hee University is a university has 14 graduate schools and 23 faculties.
More than 33,000 students are studying. Its Seoul campus is known as one of
the most beautiful campuses in Korea. Many prominent persons including Moon
Jae-in, the 19th president of the Republic of Korea have graduated.

It is especially famous for the College of Korean Medicine where can be
learned traditional Korean medicine. The College of Pharmacy was established in
1955 and currently has the four—-year program for Korean traditional pharmacist,
the four—year program for pharmaceutical sciences in addition to the six-year
pharmaceutical program with 480 undergraduate students and 100 graduate
students. In 2007, it was ranked first in Korea's pharmacy college. It has a
strong relationship with our traditional medicine research, and student exchanges
have already been started.
