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To commemorate the 35th anniversary of the Saitama / Queensland sisterhood,
we have signed an academic exchange agreement with Griffith University at
Nathan Campus, Queensland.

Griffith University is the largest state university in Australia with five campuses
in Brisbane and Gold Coast, Queensland. The Nathan Campus is famous for having
a natural bank that collected lots of samples derived from Australian unique
resources from marines and plants, and these samples are used for screening
for novel seeds of medicines. Our university is focusing on traditional medicine,
such as setting up the department of Kampo Pharmaceutical Sciences for the
first time in Japan. Both universities have common characteristics, the mutual
exchange between students and faculty members, and collaborate to
progressing for screening for novel bioactive compounds from marine resources.
